Bouncebackability 
For the most part, recorded crimes in June 2020 began to ‘bounce back’ towards the long-term trend 
while remaining far from the level expected (five-year ARIMA analysis was used to generate confidence 
intervals in the figures). For most crime types this meant an increase in June compared to 
unprecedented lows in April and May, but a rate still well below expected. For drug offences and anti-
social behaviour it meant a decrease compared to April and May, both remaining statistically significantly 
above their expected rate.  

 
The expected crime rates were calculated with Hyndman et al.’s (2020) AutoARIMA R package.
